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traffic congestion is the num-
ber one problem,Ó said Alex-
iou, with Martin, Alexiou and
Bryson, a consulting firm
hired by the University of
Arkansas. ÒBut the solution
should not be building more
and more roads. ItÕs improv-
ing the alternatives.Ó

Among the alternatives he
identified were: improving
alternate transportation, bus

routes, shuttles, encouraging
walking, ride share and biking.

ÒIt takes time. You donÕt
have the crunch now. But it
takes time. Cultural change.
Start working on that now.
Hopefully, the investment
and the hard work will pay off
in the long return.Ó

The draft looked at park-
ing demand, estimated
impact, revenue and possible
future occupancy 

It estimates cost at $12,000
per space for design, site
development and construc-
tion. That price does not

include property acquisition.
At the agenda planning

session, Alexiou estimated a
private developer might want

to bring in at least  $16,000
per space to be attracted to
the project.

Asked about the potential

for private investment in the
parking deck, Alexiou
answered, ÒThatÕs the park-
ing fees.Ó The study did not

include a look at the possibil-
ity of private  investment in
liner buildings to hide the
decks.

GREENLAND Ñ A total of
seven teachers in the Green-
land district were given
notices last week that their
contracts would not be
renewed after this year.

The reductions are part of
a plan initiated by interim
Superintendent Ron Brawner
to reduce expenses. The
board voted 5-2 last week to
close Winslow High School
after the current school year
ends, thereby allowing the
cuts to be made.

Brawner said those were
the only certified staff whose
contracts were not renewed.

The staff cuts were one of
many issues board member
Jo Ann Kyle mentioned in a
protest resolution she pre-
sented at the Greenland
School Board meeting Mon-
day evening. The resolution
called for the Arkansas
Department of Education to
undo the annexation of
Winslow that took effect last

summer and conduct an
investigation of the district.

Kyle and fellow Winslow
representative Jim Center
were the only board mem-
bers who voted for the reso-
lution, so it failed by a 2-5
margin.

Kyle noted that six of
seven teachers who were sent
notices last week that their
contracts were not being
renewed were from Winslow.

The Greenland teacher
and two of the Winslow
teachers targeted, Ann Har-
bison and Janice Jorgenson,
are part-time. Harbison, who
is also a justice of the peace
in Washington County,
retired last year from
Winslow after 36 years but
returned to teach on a part-
time basis.

The four others were full-
time Winslow teachers Ñ
Kymberlon Clark, social
studies; Guy Gaesswitz,
physical education; Alisa
Williams, family and con-
sumer science; and David
Hudgens, business. One of

the other four is also on pro-
bationary status.

At least one other teacher
who had been given notice
chose instead to resign,
Brawner said. He added
teachers could be hired back
depending on what staff
needs are decided upon later.

Kyle suggested in her reso-
lution that Harbison and Jor-
genson were targeted
because they spoke out
about district problems in a
February meeting.

Harbison complained
Greenland administrators
had been hindering efforts to
implement joint programs.
At the same meeting, Jorgen-
son complained that Green-
land High School Principal
Jay Gardenhire had ham-
pered her efforts to invite
Greenland students on
WinslowÕs 2006 trip to Spain.

JorgensonÕs allegation that
Gardenhire said he wouldnÕt
allow Greenland students to
miss school for the trip
prompted the board to pass a
formal motion allowing the

trip to take place. Students
have since been raising
money for it.

During her time at
Winslow, Jorgenson has
taken students on a trip to a
Spanish-speaking country
every other year.

Brawner and Parker said
after the meeting that Jorgen-
sonÕs non-renewal doesnÕt
necessarily mean the trip
canÕt take place, noting the
issue hasnÕt been addressed
yet.

Brawner also said criteria
established to determine
cuts is being followed to the
letter.  He proclaimed heÕs
Ònot dumb enoughÓ to uni-
laterally get rid of Winslow
teachers over Greenland
instructors.

In the process for reduc-
tion, Brawner said teachers
would first be cut through
attrition. The second option
is to eliminate teachers
employed on a part-time
basis, then teachers who are
not fully certified or on pro-
bationary status. 

Overall years of seniority
then follows, indicating that
in theory a Winslow teacher
with additional experience
would be retained over a
Greenland teacher in the
same subject.

The affected teachers have
30 days to request a hearing
before the school board on
their nonrenewals.

Arkansas Education Asso-
ciation representative Bob
Gettino said Monday he dis-
cussed the option with the
affected teachers. He also
said he eventually planned to
request information from the
district on how the cuts were
determined to ensure the
districtÕs policy was followed.

Gettino has said he
believes the district could
have afforded to keep the
high school open for the
2005-2006 school year.

In other business at the
meeting, the board:

¥ Accepted BrawnerÕs res-
ignation as Greenland Mid-
dle School principal, the post
he held before he was

appointed interim superin-
tendent April 8. Brawner,
who was already designated
to succeed Tim Passmore this
summer, was appointed on
that day after Passmore said
he wanted to leave the posi-
tion early and let Brawner
take control.

Brawner said Passmore
will serve as acting principal
of the middle school through
the end of the year.

¥ Voted 7-0 to amend the
current school year calendar
to reflect unused snow days.
The last day of school will be
May 31 instead of June 7. 

¥ Tabled voting on a pro-
posed 2005-2006 school cal-
endar due to uncertainty
over whether or not the dis-
trictÕs personnel policy com-
mittee had reviewed it. 

¥ Approved allowing
Winslow High to take its
annual Òincentive tripÓ for
academically proficient stu-
dents. The trip will be to one
of three locations: Hot
Springs, Little Rock or Bran-
son, Mo.

Greenland school board eliminates some teaching positions

H.L. Goodwin encour-
aged the Washington
County Quorum Court
County Services Com-
mittee on Tuesday to
approve his resolution
Òendorsing preparation
of a county ordinance to
protect agricultural and
rural areas in Washing-
ton County.Ó

Without further com-
ment from other justices
of the peace or residents
of the county attending
the meeting, the Quo-
rum Court committee
adopted a resolution
directing the county
judge to appoint a task
force to make recom-
mendations Òregarding
protecting agricultural
and rural areasÓ in the
county.

Growth, Goodwin said,
was the issue, a state-
ment echoed in the reso-
lution, which refers to the
countyÕs Òunprecedented
rapid growthÓ that puts
the county in the posi-
tion of dealing with land-
use issues Ònormally
addressed by cities.Ó

The resolution refers
to a Òcollision of inter-
estsÓ among groups in
the county about land
use.

Goodwin explained to
the Northwest Arkansas
Times that he is looking
for way for agriculture
interests, business and
commercial interests
and residents to work
together; but he said he
is not in favor of zoning. 

ÒI think the word Ôzon-

ingÕ has an oppressive
connotation, where
somebody comes in and
prescribes in some way
how everyone else is
supposed to behave.

ÒMy intention is to let
the community deter-
mine a mechanism to
protect the ag and rural
areas of the county,Ó he
said.

The task force which
would be known as the
ÒProtecting Agricultural
and Rural AreasÓ or PARA
task force is to be
appointed no later than
June 9; it is to make rec-
ommendations to the
Quorum Court no later
than Oct. 13, and should
have a thorough report
and draft ordinance no
later than Dec. 8.

It would have about 15
members who are
Òthoughtful and inten-
tional people that repre-
sent a lot of different
segmentsÓ of the county,
Goodwin said. Co-chairs
will be a member of the
Washington County
Planning Board and the
Quorum Court, accord-
ing to the resolution.

Goodwin foresees cur-
rent land use patterns
continuing but would
have the task force
determine future land
use patterns.

ÒThis thing has to be a
living document. It canÕt
be a static thing, one-
for-all, one-size-fits-all.
It has to be something
that can be adapted,Ó he
said.

The proposal will be
heard by the full Quorum
Court next month.

Further details into a
house fire within the Ridge-
mont Estates subdivision on
Saturday were released by
the Goshen Volunteer Fire
District Association Tuesday.

According to the release,
the Washington County Sher-
iffÕs Department received a
call Saturday reporting a
structure fire at 4210 Ashley
Lane. The call was immedi-
ately transferred to Washing-
ton County firecom dispatch

Ñ the agency responsible for
dispatching all fire calls in
Washington County outside
the city limits of Fayetteville
and Springdale, with the
exception of Tontitown and
Johnson volunteer fire.

According to John Luther,
director of emergency serv-
ices, the Goshen Fire
Department received the
call at 2:41 a.m. and the time
of dispatch was 2:42 a.m.
The first unit was in route at
2:43 a.m. and arrived at 2:56
a.m., he said.

The release revealed that

fire conditions were extreme
upon arrival, and the fire had
already burned through the
roof at the rear of the home,
with almost complete
involvement through the rest
of the home. The origin of the
fire was at the rear of the
structure on the north side,
the release stated. The fire
breached the rear of the
home where the heat broke
out a window. Sustained
north winds of 15 miles per
hour pushed the fire through
the home at a high rate of
speed, making it extremely

difficult to attack the fire. 
According to Homeowner

Rob Taylor, the cause of the
fire has not yet been deter-
mined.

ÒOur insurance company
flew an investigator to exam-
ine the scene,Ó Taylor said.
ÒHeÕs been collecting infor-
mation and is waiting to hear
back from the company. He

Representatives from the
U.S. Environmental Protec-
tion Agency will visit with
local farmers about the Air
Quality Compliance Agree-
ment for Animal Feeding
Operations from 6:30 to 8:30
p.m. today at the Pauline
Whitaker Animal Science
Center, 1335 W. Knapp in
Fayetteville.

The meeting has been
called due to widespread
misunderstandings about the

reasons for emissions moni-
toring study and the benefits
from it. Recently, groups have
alleged that emissions from
animal feeding operations
have violated provisions of
the Clean Air Act, as well as
other acts not previously con-
sidered applicable to the
farming community. In addi-
tion, a 2002 report by the
National Academy of Sci-
ences called on the EPA to
improve its method for esti-
mating emissions from ani-
mal feeding operations.

The industry-funded
study will provide EPA and
the farming community with
the background needed to
determine if there are any
federal air compliance
requirements.

A voluntary compliance
agreement makes the study
possible. Participants in the
study agree to pay a small fee
based on the size and num-
ber of farms in the operation
and contribute to a fund that
will cover a two-year study.

There is a July 1 deadline

for farmers to sign up to par-
ticipate in the agreement.
About 28 farms will be select-
ed for the program. Partici-
pation implies no admission
of EPA air quality breaches.
Farms will not be sued for
past violations, provided
there in no imminent danger
to human health.

ÒOne of the things you all
need to consider is the state
is now going to put out a lot
of projects that have to be
done during the nighttime,Ó
he explained. ÒContrary to
common belief, our folks
donÕt like to work at night.
TheyÕd just as soon go home
at 5 and 6 like others.Ó

According to DuChanois,
ÒThe growth in Northwest

Arkansas is driving a lot of
this. I would say, ÔLetÕs focus
on the problem.Õ The prob-
lem is: how are we going to
curtail growth? I would
encourage you all to look at
growth.Ó

He talked about overlay-
ing Interstate 540 last year. 

ÒThe biggest complaint
we had is that we had traffic
built up in early daytime.

ÒThe state and the cities,
youÕre going to see more
and more of that. TheyÕre
putting out contracts that
require contractors do it
during nighttime hours
which conflicts with what
you all are talking about,Ó
he said. 

One of the discussion
points was time. Should the
ordinance say 7 p.m. to 7
a.m.; 6 p.m. to 6 a.m., sun-
rise to sunset?

which could have an adverse
effect on development in the
city. If the Paul R. Noland sewer
plant cannot accommodate
growth until the new plant is
completed, he said, it may be
necessary to stop all develop-
ment until the project is fin-
ished.

Davis said that he noticed
that the project was not on the
schedule and budget that had
been presented as he
researched the status of the
project after his arrival to the
city. The project manager has
been continually telling the city
that the project was on track
and on budget, he said, Òthis has
all been new to the staff here.

ÒThe cityÕs been relying on
our advisors to guide us
through that and I just donÕt
know if that has been handled
properly,Ó Davis said. ÒI donÕt
know if the cityÕs gotten the
straight scoop.Ó

Davis said that the city will
send out another request for
proposals for a firm to manage
the construction phase of the
project. Burns & McDonnell has

been paid all but about $480,000
of their $2.7 million contract to
manage the project, he said, and
to date only one of 14 contracts
have been awarded.

To keep the project budget
under $125 million, Davis said,
sewer line improvements on
the cityÕs east side may have to
be removed from the scope of
the project. The eastside line
work is rehabilitation, rather
than installation of new lines,
he said, and could be done later
as part of the cityÕs annual cap-
ital improvement program.

Jerry Sonderegger, project
manager for Burns & McDon-
nell, said that it would be unfair
to say that the project has been
delayed two years, because
construction couldnÕt begin
until needed permits were
acquired. 

He said that the cost of the

projects were initially based on
conceptual designs for the
projects. Until the final designs
are completed, however, those
numbers could be off signifi-
cantly, he said.

The cost could also be
affected by the rising cost of
materials, labor and other con-
struction-related materials,
Sonderegger said. The cost
could also increase simply
because of the rampant growth
of the area, he said. If contrac-
tors are busy they may not
make any attempt to reduce
their costs.

ÒIt sure could cost $20-30
million over $125 million,Ó he
said. ÒWe just donÕt know.Ó

Sonderegger said that while
he couldnÕt get into the
specifics for the time being,
Burns & McDonnell has not
done anything wrong.
